WHAT HAS THE MONEY BEEN USED FOR?

COMPETITIONS  

Competitions have been held throughout the year and well attended by athletes. In 2006 – 544 medals and 24 team events have been won, plus achieving 28 champions.

The Royalettes are members of IFS, UKA, SFBT and BBTSA.

UKA TWIRLING EXAMINATIONS 2006 

In November 2006 athletes participated in exams and worked hard to achieve results of 11 commended passes (78-85%), 28 highly commended passes (86-92%), 14 honours (93-95%) and 3 distinctions (96%+)
